On March 14, as part of the events commemorating World Kidney Day 204, the Symposium on 
Kidney Health convened, gathering over 90 medical professionals including adult and pediatric 
nephrologists, haemodialysis specialists, intensive care physicians, surgeons, oncologists, and 
other experts. 

Professor Ara Babloyan, Scientific Head of Arabkir MC, and Professor Ashot Sarkissian, Head of 
Nephrology Service at Arabkir MC and President of the Armenian Association of Nephrologists, 
Hemodialysis, and Transplant Doctors, as well as the Armenian Pediatric Association, extended 
a warm welcome to the participants. They provided insights into the history and recent 
advancements in nephrology, haemodialysis, and transplantation services in Armenia. 

The scientific agenda of the Symposium delved into topics such as AL Amyloidosis, 
advancements in onconephrology, Haemolytic Uremic Syndrome (HUS), and the achievements 
and challenges of kidney transplantation in Armenia. Esteemed speakers from institutions 
including Arabkir MC, Mikaelyan University Hospital, Hematology Center under Prof. Yolyan, 
the National Center of Oncology named after Prof. Fanarjyan, and Astghik MC delivered 
lectures. Notable clinical cases were presented and thoroughly discussed. 

The Symposium was jointly organized by the Armenian Pediatric Association in collaboration 
with Arabkir MC, the Armenian Association of Nephrologists, Hemodialysis, and Transplant 
Doctors, with support from the International Society of Nephrology.
